The microphone shall be a moving ribbon type with
a frequency response of 40 to 15,000 Hz. The micro-
phone shall have a bidirectional polar characteristic;
the cancellation at the sides shall be 12 to 20 dB. The
unit shall have multiple rating impedances of 38 ohms,
150 ohms, and high impedance. The microphone out-
put shall be:

The microphone shall be equipped with a low-
frequency-response selection switch and an imped-
ance-selection switch. The microphone shall also be
equipped with a built-in shock-mounted swivel suitable
for mounting on a stand with a %8"-27 thread. The mi-
crophone shall be provided with a detachable 6.1m
(20 ft) two-conductor shielded cable equipped with a
three-pin female audio connector designed to mate
with Cannon XL series, Switchcraft A3 (Q.G.) series,
or equivalent male connector. The overall dimensions
of the microphone shall be 234.2 mm (9-7/32 in.) in
height, 36.5 mm (1-7/16 in.) in width, and 52.4 mm
(2-1/16 in.) in depth.

The microphone shall be Shure Model 300 or
equivalent.
